All surfaces must be sound, suitably dry and free from anything that will interfere with the adhesion
of the material to be applied. Remove all loose, and failing or suspect material by scraping or
brushing with a stiff bristle brush (not wire) to a sound edge. Organic growth must be removed and
the areas treated with Crown Trade Fungicidal Solution. For surfaces in poor condition mechanical
means may be necessary e.g. pressure washing between 1500-2000 psi (102-136 bar), proprietary
paint removal system, wet or dry grit blasting. Care must be taken not to damage the underlying
surface. Fill cracks and small defects in masonry surfaces with Sandtex Trade Ready Mixed Filler or
Exterior Easiplast and finish to match existing. Stabilise all bare, filled and previously decorated
chalking areas with an application of Crown Trade Stronghold Stabilising Solution (off white). Wash
any soundly adhering gloss painted surfaces with hot water and liquid detergent solution to remove
any contaminants frequently changing the water. Wet abrade to provide a key. Rinse thoroughly
with clean water to remove all residues.

Apply two coats as required.

Stir well before use. Apply by brush, medium or long pile roller depending on surface texture, or by
airless spray. For airless spray use a minimum fluid pressure of 2000psi (136 bar) and a minimum tip
size of 0.018 thou. Mask as necessary with a wet strength grade masking paper.

Return surplus material to container. Wash with clean water immediately after use.

Between maintenance redecoration, surfaces may be washed with a warm water and liquid
detergent solution to remove surface dirt.

Take special
precautions during the surface preparation of pre 19560’s painted surfaces as they may contain
harmful lead.
